The antagonists show various nuances and an unpleasant behavior might only represent the reaction to the 

suffering. 

No one is born with a heart of stone, ... but certain events do harden you as a person.  

Life is life and it does not always go the way we would wish it to.  

Sometimes legacies are heavy, unexpected and, above all, unwanted. 

Sometimes one must play, and play dirty  

But precisely because we recognize the honesty of the characters, we are moved by their singing.  

Finally, the "Girl" can also be read as a declaration of affection for that kind of humanity that is destined to 

fight and will never win, but when it gets to be itself, it always wins.  
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
